Taking a few minutes to review your child’s work and discussing 

the topics every evening is essential.  Also, discuss with your child what they are read-

ing.  Ask 2-3 questions after each reading assignment signed off on such as: 

 - In 10 words or less, tell me what you just read about . . .    -or- 

 - Who is your favorite character in this book and why?      -or- 

 - What do you think is going to happen next? 

 

Finally, please regularly discuss with your student the importance of  

working with others and getting along.  Our theme  for the year is: 

 “Together, Everyone Achieves More!” 

Children must understand that if they are going to be successful in school, at home, and 

as adults, success depends on their ability to work with others.  The number one reason 

adults lose their jobs is not because they do not have the skills or ability, but because 

they can not get along with colleagues.  It’s all about clear goals and hard work, there 

are no shortcuts. 
 

Finally, our Good Citizen Focus Trait of the month is   

PRODUCTIVITY— using time efficiently and creating quality work.  Please take 

the time to discuss with your Stinger how you use time to your best advantage and that 

there are no shortcuts to creating quality work.
